This land, upon which he built his home, is in the eastern area of old Berkely and is now Jefferson county, W. Va. Which was formed from Berkely in 1800.  Frederick Rosenberger was one of those whe petitioned to form the new country.  The little community of Middleway grew up around hisfarm.  His name is found in the records of the Smithfield (now Middleway) Luthern Church but he later helped found the Union Presbyterian Church nearby.  The early Rosenbergers seemed to prefer the German Reform Church over the Lutheran but often had no choice because ther were more Luthern churches in the area.  Presbyterians are nCalvinist, like the German Reformed and thus was more appealing the the Lutheran Church.  Frederick and Mary Barbara are buried in the union Church cemetery. Unfortunately the Muskingum County, OH Genealogy Web site is pretty poor and did not provide much help.

If you should have access to a listing of ships arriving in 1829, New York I think it most probable, perhaps you can locate the "India". 

I have other information that William, Elizabeth and a daughter, Louisa, who are shown on the UK Census in 1850 in the area I believe they came from as arriving in American in 1851 on the American Congress at New York.  Louisa shows up living with a family in Dubuque, IA in the 1860 census and then in the 1880 census living with a nephew, Samuel N., in Cole County, MO.
